2006 Central Arizona DX Association Alphabet Competition

Contest Period: Beginning 0000Z on March 4, 2006, ending 2359Z December 31, 2006

Object: The object of this competition is for the participants to work stations as follows;

In chronological order, work stations having the first letter of their callsign corresponding to the words, "Central Arizona DX Association". For example, your first qso may be with a CE, CO, CX etc. Your second could be with an EA, ER, ES etc, and so on. 

For repetitive letters, once you've worked a station, you may not work that station again. Simply, if I work AA7A for my first "A" I cannot work him again for any of the next four "A's" in "Central Arizona DX Association". Repetitive letters include, A,I,N,O,R,S,T.

Competition Categories:
Open Category: Up to 1500 watts, any antennas

Low Power Category: Up to 100 watts, any antennas

QRP Category: Up to 5 watts, any antennas

Restricted Category: Any power, but only a single vertical and/or non-gain wire antenna. This category will not be held to the "chronological order" requirement above.

Stations will only compete with those in their category.

Scoring:

One thousand points for every DXCC entity worked per above rules. (This will encourage the participant into working more than just USA stations for his five "A's" or three "N's")

One point for every mile between your Grid Square and the other stations Grid Square. This will encourage the competition to continue until the end of 2006, with stations making QSO's to update their distance. ALL "letters" must be worked before updated QSO's can be credited. A free program, WinGrid, is available on the Internet to assist with accurate Grid Square to Grid Square mileage. This is the program the award checker will be using. See http://www.keplerian.com/ for WinGrid 4.1 download.

Awards will be given for each category entrant having the most points. Winners and runners-up may have grid square distance claims closely cross-checked. 

Documentation:

A spreadsheet will soon be on the CADXA website for download. You may use that one or develop your own record. At a minimum, it should contain, Your Call; Your 4-digit Grid Square; Callsign Worked, His/Her 4-Digit Grid Square; Date and time for qso for each Letter; Grid Square to Grid Square distance. Same info for any updated QSO's claimed; Total Miles Claimed.
