2006 Central Arizona DX Association Contesters Competition

Contest Period: Beginning 0000Z on March 4, 2006, ending 2359Z November 26, 2006

Object: The object of this competition is for the participants to earn as many contest points as follows:

Work the following Contests: CQ WPX (both modes), IARU, CQWW DX (both modes)
These contests are, basically, DX contests but offer domestic QSO's for some credit as well. This should appeal to all CADXA members and stay within the framework that CADXA is a DX Club.

Competition Categories: (9 as shown)

High Power or Low Power (100w) or QRP (5w) using gain antennas 70' high or more
High Power or Low Power (100w) or QRP (5w) using gain antennas below 70' 

High Power or Low Power (100w) or QRP (5w) with single wires or single vertical, any height.

An entrant may enter more than one category (different contests, for example), but can only receive one award. If a second category (entrant designates) is "won", the award for that category goes to the second place entrant in that category.

Stations will only compete with those in their category. 

Scoring:

Total contest points, by the end of CQWW DX CW, November 26, 2006, wins a category. This is obviously slanted towards multi-band efforts in order that CADXA generate more Club points. However, single band entries are not discouraged and, in some case, may be very competitive. (Yes, picking your contests carefully, based on how points are earned, may be an art. It is important however to realize that operating ALL the above contests may be the best strategy).

Points will be all based on Claimed Scores, since none of the final results for any of these contests will be official by the end of November. This is meant to be a friendly, fun, event so the honor system prevails.

Awards will be given for each category entrant having the most points. 

Errata: He who developed the rules and scores the results cannot play the game! (I.e. K8IA is ineligible for this event!)

Documentation:

The Contest Coordinator will attempt to keep track of all points, for all entrants. It is advisable, however, to keep track of your own performances so that no points are missed.
